WORKSHOPS

! Worship Leading led by Rachel Miller Jacobs: 
This workshop will introduce practices and
processes for creating biblically-based worship
resources for use in worship and attend to the
practical aspects of leading worship (tone,
pacing, physical presence, how to work with
stage fright) that allow us to embody the
words we've written.

! Scripture Reading & Drama led by Rachel
Miller Jacobs: When we claim that the Bible is
the word of God, we commit ourselves to
engaging the text as a living Word. In this
workshop, we will practice ways of turning
scripture into drama and of presenting/
reading scripture so that the text is allowed to
speak "in its own voice" in worship.

! Leading with Song & Instrument led by Nate
Gundy, Craig Mast, Ellis Miller & Tim Yoder: 
Hands-on practice in music selection, directing
song leading and adding instruments for
effective congregational singing, deeper
worship and focus in services with less
awareness of performance. 

! Digital Arts, Multimedia & Worship led by
Michael Amstutz:  Throughout history, the
faith community has embraced art and visual
elements in sharing God's story. During this
session, we will explore the benefits of utilizing
digital arts and media as one method of
developing the worship experience. We will
look at developing digital arts, displaying them
and consider how they can benefit and distract
from the worship experience.

! Visual Art in Worship led by Karen Steiner and
Crystal Martin:  This mother and daughter duo
will bring practical ideas and inspiration to
enhance your church’s visual worship.  Learn
how use of color, attention to design, natural
elements, still life arrangements, and
interactive activities, are creative tools that
support the spoken message and bring glory to
God.
